Stock usually includes non-perishable foods,
fruit and vegetables. Food banks often stock
toileteries and cleaning products.

Most receive donations from community
members or local shops who have surplus
food nearing use-by or best-before-dates.
This can be arranged directly, or through
schemes like Fareshare Go and Neighourly

Food larders and community fridges can
also serve as social spaces that enable
people to connect to their communities

CFS are usually managed by voluntary and
